MEMOIRS. 

'lRel'. JEUjab :albert IDal'{s. 
REV. E;LIJAH ALBER'I' DAVIS was born ill Logan County, Ky., June 12, 

1831 , and dIed at his home near On ton in Webster County, Ky., April 17, 
1894. At the time of his death he was nearly sixty-three years of age. 
Brother.Davis . was converted when merely a youth, and united with the 
l\~ethodIst EpIscopal Church, South. He was licensed to exhort when 
eIghteen years of age, and to preach at the age of twenty· two years. He 
was a member first of the Louisville Conference, Methodist Episcopal 
Churc~, S.outh, was ordained a deacon by Bishop H. H. Kava~augh at' 
HopkmsvIlle, Ky., October 6, 1860, and an elder by the same BIshop at 
Louisville, Ky., October 5, 1862 . 

. Brother Davis was married, December 13, 1863, to Miss Martha J. Mc­
Intt:e at Rochester, Ky. While a member of our Conference, Brother 
DaVIS traveled a number of hard, poor circuits, doing efficient work for 
the Master. He superannuated in 1885, but was not content to be idle. 
He traveled extensively, mostly on foot, during his last years, and preached 
as much probably as when he was effective. I think he was better known 
than any preacher in Southwestern Kentucky, and his name is a house­
hold world in that section. 

Brother Davis magnified his calling, and delighted to preach the 
\Vord. He feasted on the gospel that he preached to others. He bore his 
afflictions with Christian fortitude, trusting Him in whom he believed. 
In his last illness he frequently quoted 

" Rock of ages, cleft for me, 
Let me hide myself in thee." 

When his last day came, he said: "I praise God for this day." 
His remains were interred in Onton Cemetery. Funeral sermon by 

his pastor, the writer, from the text, "I have fought a good fight, I have 
finished my course," etc.,-2 Timothy iv, 7, 8. Truly Brother Davis had fin­
ished his course, and now rests from his labors, his works following him.

'Rel' • .Martin 1Lutber <Ienters. 
REV. MAR'I'IN I,U'I'HER CEN'I'ERS was born in Venango County, Pa., 

July 6, 1829, and died' July 7, IS94, at Lexington, Ky. He was converted 
and joined the Methodist Episcopal Church in Washington County, 0., 
when twelve years old, was made class-leader in his eighteenth year, 
licensed to preach at twenty-eight years, admitted to the Central Ohio 
Conference about 1862, and transferred to Kentucky Conference in 1880. 
His appointments were Paintsville, Paducah, Asbury, Clay City, and as pre­
siding elder of Green River District. Brother Centers was twice married, 
in ISSI to Louisa, daughter of Rev. Henry Jennings, who died eight years 
afterwards, leaving three children, all of whom died young. In 1862 he 
married Deborah Bonsar, daughter of Judge Bonsar, of Chillicothe, 0., 
who survives him, but in most enfeebled health. 

Brother Centers leaves a good record, faithful to his home, loyal and 
devoted to his Church, true to God. His experience of salvation was de­
fined and clear, and it was this fact, joined to his love for souls, that made 
him at times so powerful in exhortation. His pulpit abilities were not 
marked, but he had a genial way, a generous heart, a fine business tact, 
a discernment of men, which were helpful to his charges, and made him 
efficient, and beloved as a presiding elder. Failing health compelled him to 
ask a supernumerary relation at last Conference, but with the expectation 
of returning soon to active work. Funeral services were held at his 
home in Lexington, Ky., July Sth, and his remains were borne the day 
following to Zaleski, 0., for burial. He died in full faith, and sleeps in 
Christ. A. D. KNAPP.

DIRECTIONS. 

I. The numbers I, 2, 3, etc., indicate the division of work among the Examiners. 
2. Examiners and students should be prepared for the examinations upon every study 

within its own period. 
3. The questions (not less than 2S nor more than 100) should be prepared beforehand 

by the Examiner, in writing, with space after each question for its answer, the answer 
to be in the handwriting of the student. 

4. No person should be present at an examination but the Examiner and the student. 
or students, and the student should not be allowed the use of book or note, nor be per­
mitted to receive aid in any way whatever. Aid allowed to anyone student would be in­
justice to all the rest. 

S. When impossible for the Examiner to meet the student and conduct the examina­
tion in person, he may send the questions :not to the student, but) to a third person, who 
will agree to observe the rules. The questions should be sent to the person thus selected 
in a sealed envelope, only a few days before the day fixed for the examination, with pre­
vious notice to such person, and also to the student, that the envelope is not to be opened 
till the time for the examination to begin. When the examination is over, the person 
thus acting for the Examiner should certify, in returning the papers to the Examiner, 
that the envelope was not opened till the tim€: for the examinatIon to begin; that no per­
son but the student and himself was present; that the student did not, at any time, from 
the beginning to the close of the examination, have access to any printed or written 
matter, nor receive any information, in any way, from himself, or any person else, that 
could aid him in answering the questions; and that the answers were written out by the 
student himself. He should, immediately after the close of the examination, inclose and 
seal the papers, and mail them to the Examiner. 

6. As soon as the questions and answers are returned to the Examiner, whether he 
has conducted the examination himself, or has sent the questions to a third persoll, he 
should give to each answer its own proper credit, ranging from 0 to 10 ; obtain the sum 
of all the credits, and divide this sum by the whole number of questions asked. The 
quotient will be the grade of the student. This, with the papers, he will mail at once to 
Rev. C. W. Sutton, the Secretary of the Board, and also notify the student of the result_ 
The minimum grade for passing is 7. 

7. On the back of every written sermon or essay presented, there should be a state­
ment, signed by the person presenting it, that the conception, construction, composition, 
and handwriting of the sermon or essay are his own work. 

8. The books marked" to be react" should be read within their own periods, and a 
syllabus of each book sent to the proper Examiner, with a written statement by the stu­
dent that the syllabus was prepared from his own reading of the book, and not from an 
index or table of contents. The syllabi can be graded as not passabli!, passable, good, very 
good. 

9. If possible, all examinations of undergraduates should be completed before Con­
ference. In the case of candidates for admission on trial, they should, as SOOI1 as duly 
recommended, be put in correspondence with the proper Examiners, so that as many of 
them as possible may be exam11led before Conference. So, also, in regard to candidates 
for local orders . 

• 10. These Directions have been substantially agreed upon by the Board. It will only 
be by a strict observance of them that exact justice will be done to all who shall be ex-
amined, and to the Conference. Respectfully,
