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membership ought to be multiplied, and we pray and labor for success
as on the day of Pentecost. We ought now, as in the primitive days of
Methodism, to enter every open door. If the door be but ajar we ought
to push it wide open, that the King of Glory may come in.

For the more effectual prosecution of our evangelical efforts we need
more gifts and graces. We need gifts as well as graces—those gifts which
nature furnishes and are the basis of those higher endowments—the gifts
of the Holy Ghost. This is the need of the pulpit and the pew. In the
pulpit we need workmen that need not to be ashamed—men whose love
for learning is as burning as that of the Wesleys and their compeers,
whose gifts made them apt to teach, and whose labors will be more abun-
dant. We need the same spirit among our people. We need effectiveness
in our Sunday-schools and Leagues and prayer-meetings. It is necessary
that our members shall covet earnestly the best gifts. Nature needs assist-
ance both from art and inspiration. If we would dare to be Daniels, we
should interpret the dream of the ages and help to bring in the latter day
glory, when the reign of Immanuel shall be irom sea to sea and from the
river to the ends of the earth.

From the mountain heights of Kentucky we can take this broader view.
From our great Commonwealth we can look to the greater dominion of
the Nation, and the still greater empire of the world.

We note with interest and unqualified approval the efforts of Chris-
tians to stamp out the strange fire of Mormon fanaticism, and to bring alt
the people of the United States to the principles of Christian faith and
practice. We regard Mormonism as less a religion than a political com-
bination, that exists for the overthrow of our Government and the subver-
sion of the Christian faith.

The great work of evangelizing the world is a part of our Church
organization, and to it we gladly contribute our free-will offerings. Our
great Missionary Society is included in our boasting, for it is a trophy of
the cross of Christ. It has our liveliest interest, our earnest prayers, and
the benediction of our souls, for this is the Lord’s doing, and it is mar-
velous in our eyes.

We therefore urge upom
each Fpastor—

irst. ‘The necessity of taking the collection for this worthy cause.

Second. We commend to our people for use in our Sunday-schools.
the whole series of our Sunday-school publications. We believe them to-
be superior to-any.

. Third. We heartily approve the proposition of the editors that their
circulation should be greatly extended by their introduction so far as pos-
sible into all our families as a stimulus and help to the study of the Bible.

Fourth. We are in hearty sympathy with Dr. McFarland’s plans for
a more thorough training of the teachers of our Sunday-schools.

Fifth. We urge an increased interest in all our Sunday-school work.
Our primary duty is to lead our children to Christ and to instruct and
train them in the knowledge and love of our Lord Jesus Christ.
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Sixth. We earnestly urge that our pastors endeavor to procure teach-
ers who have a Christian experience and are in sympathy with the doc-
trines and teachings of the Methodist Episcopal Church. We also believe
the Tract_Society should be so strengthened as to enable it to co-operate
more efficiently in the work of city evangelization. And pastors could use
the tracts with great effectiveness in their pastoral work, If they will give
the matter proper consideration they may open doors of usefulness to-
many members of the Church in the tactful use of tract literature, who
would otherwise be able to render but little Christian service. We there-
fore recommend:

First. That every pastor shall send for a ‘copy of the report of the
Society and for the catalogue of its publications, which may be had with-
out cost, and thus be enabled to explain to the people the nature and im-
portance of the Tract Society.

Second. That in all our Churches the collection for the Tract Society
be taken and efforts be made to increase the contributions.

REPORT OF ]. C. SHAW,

MEMBER oF THE BoArD oF EpucArion, aND Speciar, COMMITIEE To THE
KeNTUckYy ANNUAL CoNFERENCE METHODIST EPIScoral, CHURCH.

Ar a meeting of the Board of Education of the Kentucky Annual
Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church, held in Louisville in April,
a Committee from the Western Virginia Conference, Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, presented an invitation from, their Board of Education to
enter upon joint management of the Sandy Valley Seminary, located at
Paintsville, Ky. This invitation resulted in a joint meeting in Ashland, at
‘which preliminary plans were adopted looking toward union. Later a
Jjoint meeting was held in Paintsville, where these plans were completed
and steps taken for the election of a Faculty consisting of a principal,
mnominated by the Board of the Church South, and an assistant principal
mnominated by our Board. These two were elected, and they were to select
the remainder of the Faculty needed. Everything that was done was con-
ditional on the sanction of the separate Annual Conferences. I was ap-
pointed a fraternal representative and a Special Compmittee to the Western
Virginia Conference. At the session of their Conference I fulfilled the
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pleasant task imposed upon me. The report on Education of that Confer-
ence favqrmg the joint management of the schools was adopted without
a dissenting voice. The plan of union agreed upon by the joint Boards
at their meeting at Paintsville, subject to the approval of their respective
Conferences, was substantially as follows:

~ The Western Virginia Conference was to turn over their school build-
ing and grounds, valued at $18,000, to a joint Local Committee, to be se-
lected by the two Boards. The Western Virginia Conference was to fur-
nish an additional endowment of $25,000 to the joint school. Qur Board
agreed to set apart each year for said joint school five per cent interest
on $35,000, and in addition was to set apart as endowment $8,000 given
said Board by Mr. Mayo, of Paintsville, making the two schools equal.
For the present school year, and antil these matters could be ratified by
the respective Conferences, our Board agreed to appropriate $1,000 against
a like sum by the West Virginia Board to run the joint school. This
$1,000 not to be paid by our Board unless our action is approved by this
Conference. All of which is most respectfully submitted.

WHEREAS, These Churches seem now to be drawing into closer bonds
by their union in a common Publishing-house in our foreign mission fields
in a common Catechism, in a common order of Public Worship, in a joint
great—the greatest Hymnal the world ever saw or used as a vehicle of
God’s praise; and

WaEreas, This trend is apparent in movements in Australian, Ca-
nadian, and British Methodism and in other Protestant denominations in
the United States and Europe— ‘

We earnestly believe that this Conference ought, for the love and
honor which it owes to the kingdom of our common Lord and Savior,
do everything in its power without compromising its convictions to en-
courage and advance this great work until our fathers who produced this
unfortunate division can look down from their heavenly home and see the
grand consummation of an organically united Episcopal Methodism.
Therefore, . »

Resolved, That as one step in this work we request our presiding
Bishop to appoint a fraternal delegation of one preacher and one layman
for each of the following Conferences of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
South; viz.,, one delegation to the Loulsyllle, one to 1h.e.Kentucky, and
one to the Western Virginia, whose duty it shall -be to visit these Confer-
ences at the first annual meeting after our adjurnment and convey to them
our fraternal greetings, and request their reciprocation of thjs‘fratemal
advance, and as far as can be done prudently to present our wishes and
reasons for a final organic reunion.

WiLriam FraNcis MALrsik, son of Harrison and Susan Maltbie, was
born in Centerville, Ohio, December 24, 1836, and died in Lima, Ohio,
May 5, 1905, at the age of 68 years, 4 months, and 11 days. At the age of
ten years he moved with his parents to Allen County, Ohio, where he grew
to manhood. In February, 1859, he made a public profession of saving faith
in Christ, at which time he united with the Methodist Episcopal Church in
Old Darling Chapel, a little south of Lima, saying as he gave the minister
his hand, “I have enlisted for life,” and a truer soldier of the cross never
marched under the gospel banner than W. F. Malthie. He was not only
loyal to the gospel banner; he was equally loyal to the flag of his country.
When the Civil War broke out he enlisted in the 2oth Ohio Volunteers,
.under the President’s first call for three months’ seryice. In September,
1861, he enlisted in the 8ist- Ohio Volunteer Infantry. At the expiration
of three years he re-enlisted as a veteran in the same regiment. At the
close of the war he was mustered out of his country’s service with a
record for courage, bravery, moral and religious integrity, having fought
in the battles of Shiloh, Corinth, Resaca, Kenesaw Mountain, Rome Cross
Roads, and made the famous march with Sherman to the sea. After the
war he studied medicine at Ann Arbor, Mich. He practiced medicine in
Allen County, Ohio, but a few years, when he was impressed with a call
to the ministry. He was admitted to the Central Ohio Conference, and
served the Paulding, Shawnee, and Archibald Charges. He was then trans-
ferred to the Nebraska Conference. In 1883 he was transferred to the
Kentucky Conference, and filled the following appointments: Sardis,
Vanceburg, and Greenup. At Greenup his health failed. He took a
supernumerary relation, hoping to regain his health; but despairing of that
a few years later he superannuated, in which relation he remained till
death removed him, but he was never a claimant on the superannuated fund.
In the pastorate he was greatly admired and loved, because of the sincerity
manifested in his preaching and the deep piety ever manifest in his daily
life. His was truly a saintly life, and there can be no doubt of his reward
in heaven.

MRS. ANNA MAUDE HUGHES.

“Bressep are the dead that die in the Lord.” This is the consoling
voice that speaks from heaven to the children of faith on earth. When
all that is mortal have come into happy possession of immortality and
eternal life returns to the earth as it was, that voice from heaven falling
like a holy requiem on the listening ears of the bereaved bids them wipe
away their tears.

When the mortal remains of Mrs. Anna Maude Hughes were reverently
laid in the grave that voice that spake from heaven was heard by all who
stood around and had faith in the life of the world to come.

Mrs. Hughes was the daughter of pious Methodists. She was the

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youngest of the nine children of Joseph and Mary Insko, and was born
July 24, 1867. Her parents, being thoroughly Methodistic, dedicated her
to God in baptism when an infant, the officiating minister being the Rev.
James W. Muse, their beloved pastor.

She very early in life had a personal experience of religion, which
in after years was deepened and confirmed until it ripened into mature
piety.

On March 3, 1891, she was united in marriage to the Rev. Bird Hughes,
whose loving wife and faithful helper she remained until death them did
part. As a wife and mother she was peculiarly fitted to shine. In the
work of the Church she took a lively interest, and like one, the delightful
fragrance of whose memorial fills the Christian world, she did what she
could, and she did much. Her death was like the paralyzing of the strong
right hand of her sorely bereaved husband. The loss was very great, and
it was no light thing for the grief-stricken hushand to be able to say,
even to his Heavenly Father, “SI‘hy will be done.” But he said it, and
from his heart, though with sighs and tears.

During the last illness of Mrs, Hughes, when it became evident that
death was unavoidable and near, that which grieved her most was the
thought of leaving her husband and little children, and especially dear
little blind Joe, a child whose every nerve was like the string of an angel’s
harp, and his whole soul a mystic instrument of music to be played on by
the breath or fingers of the Unseen. But she committed them all to the
Lord, and felt ,and even said, “It is well.”

One night—it was Friday night—she and those at her bedside thought
it impossible for her to live until the morning; but she did. When the
day dawned she said, "I did not expect to be here this morning.” To her
it was a glad surprise, as it was to others. God added to her life another
day, a day ever to be remembered by those who were admitted into her
presence. She exhorted many of her friends who were unsaved to seek
the Lord, and to meet her on high. Dr. Insko, her brother, said: “Such
direct and earnest appeals I never heard, and can never forget.” Others
felt the same, and solemn vows were registered which it is hoped will be
faithfully observed.

After the day’s work was ended, at 10.30 o’clock Saturday night, sur-
rounded by her eight brothers and sisters, her husband and children, and
some other friends, she triumphantly passed from earth away. She was
gone, but they were left behind.

The funeral services took place on Monday, January 16th, at
Foster's Chapel, and were conducted by Dr. Thomas Hanford, of
Augusta. Winter was at its coldest, snow mantled the earth, and the
air was arctic in its bitterness; but these things did not keep a multitude
of friends from attending the solemn ceremony of the Church, which was
crowded, while all was reverence and awe. No words were whispered
but praise for the dead and sympathy for the living. For the broken-
hearted, but spirit-struggling- husband every manly heart was touched, and
women’s eyes had tears. God is good. To Him we bow.
