The six articles found in this issue of the JASCG cover a wide
range of topics and issues important to Church Growth missiol-
ogy. George Hunter leads off by addressing “The Theological
Roots, Vision, and Contribution of the Church Growth Move-
ment.” His article lists the positive contributions of the move-
ment, as well as offering a challenge to those who identify with
McGavran's church growth insights.

These lectures give clear insight into
McGavran's thinking during that period of his life.

In “A Network of Congrega-
tions: Congregation Size in the Church of the Nazarene” Ken-
neth Crow gives insights into how Nazarene churches network
to fulfill the Great Commission.

Joel Comiskey, a leader in the cell church movement, writes
“The State of the North American Church.” He suggests that
America is now a mission field, and that church leaders in North

American must begin to refocus evangelistic efforts in this land.
