Commonwealth may, and they are hereby authorized 1o sell and convey 1o the respec-
tive purchasers thercol, allthe lands with which they have been respeciively endowed
by the legislature of Kentucky.

Section 2:Be it further enactd, that the monies aising from sale ofthe said lands shal,
by the said trustes, be vested in stock n the Bank of Kentucky, which stock, when pur-
chased,shall belong t0 said seminaris rspectively, by whose monies it was procured: the
divdends and proceeds of which stock, may, from time to e be applied by rustes o the
seminary to which it elongs, 0 procurement of more stock, untl the annual proceeds or
dividend thereof, shall amount o one thousand dollrs; provided however,that where the
majort of the trustes of any seminary,shall dsir (0 erect the necessary buildings or the
e and beneft of thei seminary, i shall and may be il for said trusces o apply one.

Section 3: Be it further enacted, that when the stock of each seminary shall pro-
duce annually a dividend amounting to the aforesaid sum of one thousand dollars, the
rustces thereof may. instead of accumulating stock by the application of the dividend
thereto, apply the said dividend to the uses of the sad seminary, or 10 th sull further
increase of stock, at heir discretion and the state of the instiution shall dictate

Section 4: Be it further enacted, that the trustees of the aforesaid seminaries shall be
allowed respectvel, six percent, upon the money for which they shall have sod the lands
aforesaid, for their trouble in selin the said lands and purchasing the bank stock a afore-
said; which sx percent, thy may respectively rtain out of any dividends of sad stock.

Section 5: Be it further enacted, that the trusices of each seminary, when they shall
have sold the lands thereof, and vested the proceeds as aforesaid in bank stock, shall
make out a report in writng,of the quantity ofland sold, of the price for which it was
sold, of the person or persons to whom it was sold, of the county in which, and the
watercourse pon it laid, of the number o shares of bank stock purchased: which said
report shall be lodged with the clrk of the county cour and carefully filed away and
preserved by him, subject 1o the inspection of those whose interest or duty it may be.

Section 6: Be it further enacted, that the justics of the county court of Allen and.
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relie of setlers south of Green River, shall be and the same are hereby reserved by
the General Assembly, (0 be appropriated as they may hercafter from time o time
think fit 0 the use of the seminaries of learning throughout the different parts of this
commonwealth: and no person or persons shall after one month subsequent 1o the
passage of this act, be permited to seule on or ake up any vacant land on the south
side of Cumberland River as aforesaid, unul the further order of the legislawre; any
law or laws to the contrary notwithstanding.

Note: the survey and patents of five plats totaling 4,935 acres are at the ofce of the
Secretary of State and the Kentucky State Library and Archives in Frankfort
Kentucky. This land was located in what is now known as Henderson County. Before
1800 part of Henderson County was within the boundaries of Christan County.

And, whereas it is cerain that however particular forms of government are better
calculated than others 1o protect individuals in the free exercise of their nawral
ights, and are at the same time themselves better guarded against degeneracy, yet
experience hath shewn that even under the best forms, those entrusted with power
bave in time and slow operation perverted i into tyranny, and it is believed that the
most effectual means of preventing this, would be (0 illuminate, as far as possible the
minds of the people at large, and more especialy (o give them knowledge of those.
facts which history exibiteth, that, possessed thereby of the experience of other ages
and countries, they may be enabled 1o know ambition under all its shapes, and
promp 1o exert their natural powers o defeat its purposes; and whereas it s generally
rue, that people wil be happier whose laws are best, and best administered, and that
laws will be wisely formed and honestly administered in proportion as those who
form and administer them are wise and hones, whence it becomes expedient, for pro-
moing the public happiness, that those persons whom nature hath endowed with
genius and virtue, should be rendered by liberal education, worthy to receive and sble
10 guard the sacred deposit of the rights and liberies o their fellow ciizens; and that
