These includes the
relationship between the “Christ and Caesar”, tbedvand the world, the interface between
Ethics and economics. Topics to be explored irelh intersection between race, class and
gender, the subject of the various roles of theahunder conditions of “postmodernism,”
“globalization” and empire. During the semesteu yall demonstrate your own learning and
the immediate relevance of these commitments bypecing them to your practice and context
of ministry and to your own development as a Clamsthinker and leader.

d. Teleology: clarifying the good ends, the wisad the just society, and the best means
toward which we should act: “Thy Kingdom Caih

contemporary representatives of the church haveldped language to
address the various publics that cautstitivil society.
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3. Identify and analyze various different Christiaruith traditions’ public theologies based
on their Biblical hermeneutic.

4. Reflect biblically upon social forces andtural dramas that drive and are
driven by globalism
